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Map 3: Historical Landscape Characterisation (relict landscape, 1828)

20t century: Landscape character predominantly caused by 20t century human impact as documented on
succession of maps and / or historic records.

19t century: Landscape character predominantly caused by 19t century human impact as documented on
succession of maps (Franciscan Cadastre) and / or historic records.

Post-medieval: Landscape character predominantly caused by post-medieval human impact. Landscape-
wide (micro-regional or regional) this impacts are rarely documented archaeologically, on succession of
maps or in historic records. It can be indirectly dated through certain HLC (relict landscape) categories.
Typically assarted fields are dated in late-medieval/early post-medieval period.

Medieval: Landscape character predominantly caused by medieval human impact. Landscape-wide
(micro-regional or regional) this impacts are rarely documented archaeologically or in historic records. It
can be indirectly dated through certain HLC (relict landscape) categories. Typically fields in strips are
dated in high-medieval period.

Pre-medieval: Landscape character predominantly caused by pre-medieval human impact. Landscape-
wide (micro-regional or regional) this impacts are rarely documented archaeologically or in historic
records. It can be indirectly dated through certain HLC (relict landscape) categories. Typically fields
classified as "other" in the vicinity of archaeologically documented settlements are dated in pre-medieval
period.
